Making the most of the internet |

You will soon be on holiday. No more classes! This doesn’t mean you should forget all your French.
On the contrary! If you have the chance to go to France or a Francophone country, you can practise
your French there. If not, the internet is a useful way of keeping up with French. Here are a few ideas
for fun things you can do.

Ecouter des chansons

You can listen to French songs online and the lyrics are usually easily available too so you can follow

both. Don't try to understand every single word at this stage. Pay attention to the title to get an idea
of what the song is about and enjoy listening to French sounds. If you are drawn to a particular song,
listen to it several times and start picking out words. Then, if you feel like it, sing along to the chorus
or one or two particular lines.
